The the Secret Scarf is so named because it was designed for a gift exchange with my family. | neede
something interesting, but non-gender specific.

The yarn | used is no longer available, but any hand-dyed light worsted weight yarn would look great.

Yarn used for the sample is 2 skeins of Araucania Atacama (100% Alpaca), Color 504
Size 7 straight or circular needles

Gauge is not critically important, but the sample was knit at 6 stitches per inch in the pattern. Section :
determines the width of the scarf so repeat that section as many times as needed to get the desired w




Section 1 - Set up rov

Row 1. Caston1l
Row 2: Kfb

Row 3: K1, Kfb
Row 4: K2, Kfb
Row 5: K3, Kfb
Row 6: K4, Kfb
Row 7: K5, Kfb
Row 8: K6, Kfb

Section 2 - Increase rows

Row 1: K2, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, K1, Kfb

Row 2: K2, Ktbl, *P1, K2, KtbI*, P1, |

Row 3: K2, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K1, Kfb

Row 4. K3, Kthl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K1, Kfb

Row 5: K3, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K2, Kfb

Row 6: K4, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K2, Kfb

Row 7: K4, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K3, Kfb

Row 8: K2, P1, K2, Kthl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K3, Kfb

Repeat these rows 5 times, working between **s 1 [3,5,7,9] times on each row.
At the end of the first time working the pattern, you will have 16 stitches
Subsequent repeats will have 24, 32, 40, 48 stitches.

Section 3 - Body rows

Row 1: K2, P1, K2, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, K1, Kfb

Row 2: K2, Kthl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K3, Ssk

Row 3: K4, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K1, Kfb

Row 4: K3, Kthl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K2, Ssk

Row 5: K3, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K2, Kfb

Row 6: K4, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K1, Ssk

Row 7: K2, Ktbl, *P1, K2, Ktbl*, P1, K3, Kfb

Row 8: K2, P1, K2, Kthl, *P1, K2, Kthl*, K1, Ssk

Work repeating between **s 9 times each row until scarf is as long as you want it.

At the end of the first time working the pattern, you will have 40 stitches
Subsequent repeats will have 32, 24, 16, 8 stitc

Cut thread and pull through loop. Weave in ends and gently block if desired.
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Repeat chart 5 times, working between red lines 1 [3, 5, 7, 9] times on each row.
At the end of the first time working the chart, you will have 16 stitches.
Subsequent repeats will have 24, 32, 40, 48 stitches.
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Work chart, repeating between the red lines 9 times each row until the scarf is as long
as you want it.
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Repeat chart 5 times, working between red lines 9 [7, 5, 3, 1] times on each row.
At the end of the first time working the chart, you will have 40 stitches.

Subsequent repeats will have 32, 24, 16, 8 stitches.
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Cut thread and pull through loop. Weave in ends and gently block if desired.
